From The Study...

I mentioned in the sermon on worship
this past Sunday that God wants to
clean us up so, we can come before

Him in a right frame of mind and heart. That's
exactly what struck Isaiah when he sensed his
filthiness before the Holy Presence of the Lord.
When he confessed his sin and his sense of
unworthiness before God, that prompted God to
make it possible for Isaiah to continue in His
Presence. God sent the seraph to him with the
burning coal that seared the lips that had openly
confessed their state of filth. Only through the
pain of sacrifice could cleansing and forgiveness

be granted. That is the story of our salvation in Christ Jesus who
died and bled that our sin could be atoned for. Though our
salvation is free; it is not cheap, but rather costly. God wants to
help us remain consistent and clean, so we can stay in His Presence
and continue His blessings. WE ARE THEN to strive to do the best
we can with staying clean and pure by staying in and living out His
Word. Perhaps the following story will help?

Soap is good for cleansing the outside of the body, but doesn't get
below the skin into the heart. In 1837 a chemist names James
Gamble and a candle maker named William Proctor started a little
company in Cincinnati, Ohio to produce a better soap. Until that
time, soap was harsh and smelly. They came up with a formula to
make a pure white soap. For years the brand name was "White
Soap." In 1870, a worker accidently left the machine mixing the
ingredients on too long and an excessive amount of air got into the
mixture. Not wanting to waste the ingredients, they poured it into
molds and sold it. They started getting letters from people saying
they liked the "floating soap." The company figured out the batch
with too much air produced the first floating bar of soap! So, they
changed the process to make White Soap Float. William's son
Harley was running the company and he didn't like the brand name
"White Soap." One Sunday in church, he heard his pastor read
from Psalm 45:8 that says, "From palaces of ivory, the music of
strings makes you glad." From that verse he renamed his soap,
Ivory Soap.

For marketing purposes Proctor and Gamble asked independent
chemists to analyze the ingredients of Ivory Soap. The result was
only .56% of impurities were discovered. So, Harley Proctor
proudly proclaimed Ivory Soap was 99.44% pure--he even had the
phrase copyrighted. But truthfully, 99.44% pure isn't pure at all--
it's impure. The meaning of the word pure means "unmixed." And
99.44% means mixed. It's almost pure.

God's requirement is that we be pure and holy--not almost pure.
What if my wife asked me, “Jim, have you been faithful to me?”
and I replied, "Honey, I've been faithful to you 95% of the time."
Would there be peace in the valley??? Don't count on it!

Thank you, Lord, that the Lord Jesus alone can make us pure
before the Father. Thank you that we don't have to clean ourselves
up before we come before you- that would never be clean enough.
Thank you that we can be washed in the blood of the Lamb and by
faith be declared CLEAN. But help us, Lord, to strive to do and say
the things that would indicate that we're doing our very best to be
your representative to a watching world. Right worship gets us
started as we enter Your Presence daily. Amen.
